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Abstract

Japan occupied the Hainan Island for its important geo-
graphical position and its abundant economic resources and
also for Japanese invading southward policy in Feb.10,1939.
And then the Japan ruled the Hainan Island for more than six
years till it surrendered in August,1945.

During the Japanese governing period, Japanese army
slaughtered the people and raped the women violently in or-
der to cut down the Hainan people’s anti-Japanese will. Such
as Japanese plundered all the resources of the mining indus-
try, the forestry and the agriculture, controlled the business
and the finance to provide the materials for the proceeding of
the aggressive war. Japanese Army also captured more than
ten thousand laborers from Hainan Island and other occupied
areas of China to plunder more economic resources and to
build all kinds of military projects. During the working for
Japanese, many of them died. The Japanese authorities car-
ried out the enslaving rule in the Hainan Island, such as
building various Japanese language schools to carried out en-
slaving education to the youth, obscurantist policy to the
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adult. Japanese attempted to conquer the spirit of the people
in the Hainan Island, and make the Hainan Island to be its
permanent colony.

When deflowering local women such as Han, Li and Mi-
ao women, the Japanese army established a kind of sexual
slavery system — The system of “comfort women”. Like
Shanghai, Nanjing, Shanxi, Yunnan, Hainan is another area
where heavily suffered from the system of “comfort women”.
As for comfort stations, the Japanese army sat up formal and
temporary comfort stations in their basements, fortified
points all over the island. So far, there are sixty-two Japa-
nese comfort stations have been found in this island. The
“comfort women” in Hainan here suffered from the system of
“comfort women” a lot. Most of them were local women,
some of them were from the mainland, Canton, Hong Kong,
Taiwan, and also some were from Korea, the Philippines,
Singapore, and some were from J apan. Within these victims,
most of them were local Han, Li and Miao women. They
were not only the sexual slaves, but also had to be the J apa-
nese army’s laborers. In Hainan Province, 1 interviewed
twenty victims, who are one third of the total survived vic-
tims in whole China. So we can say that Hainan has most of
the survived victims in China, and is one of the provinces
where the original states of Japanese comfort stations have
been well kept.

The materials of the article is made up of the oral mate-
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rials investigated in the Hainan Island, the files of the Chi-
nese Second History Archives Museum, the Archives Museum
in Hainan province and the Iron Mining Archives Museum in
Hainan province and the historical events materials in the
counties in Hainan province. Except the above, I also took
advantage of the former research achievements and inter-
viewed the local victims and witnesses.

The book consisted of tow parts. The first part was divid-
ed into four chapters: such as the slaughter of the Japanese
Army in the Hainan Island, the sexual atrocity of the Japa-
nese Army in the Hainan Island, the economic plunder of the
Japan, the enslavement of the Japanese invader on the labor-
ers, the enslaving rule of Japan in the Hainan Island to re-
veal the fact of the Japanese cruel ruling in the Hainan Island
and also to supplement the materials neglected in the former
research achivements about these points and fill the gap in
the research of the Japanese colonist rule in Hainan Island.
The second part was focused on the system of “comfort
women” and divided into four chapters also: such as the first
dealt with the reviewing the results of studies on this subject;
the second p chapter dealt with the background and the gen-
eral states of the system of “comfort women”; then analyse
the comfort stations and “comfort women” in Hainan Prov-
ince through interviewing the local survived victims, so that a
conclusion that Hainan Province was one of the most serious

areas which suffered from the Japanese “comfort women”
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system. Comfort stations were sat up everywhere in the
whole island, and victims of the system were hundreds of
thousand. Among them, the local women were the most seri-
ous suffers.
