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ABSTRACT

The work focuses on the phonological systems of 17 kinds
of Tuhua selected from 9 counties in Yongzhou of Hunan Province.
Based on the phonological materials investigated from there
directly, comparison methods are mainly used in finding out
the identities ‘and differences of 17 Tuhua in consonants,
vowels and tones. These dialects are classified into several
types, and the relationship with other ones next to it and the
belongings of each type are discussed in the thesis. The
details of each part are under the following:

The first chapter is about the distribution of Yongzhou
Tuhua. It tells the history, geography, population, language
(or dialect) in Yongzhou and the distributions of Yongzhou
Tuhua. The second chapter is about the phonological systems
of 17 Tuhua in consonants, vowels and tones. The third chapter
is about the comparison and analysis of the consonants. The
pronunciations of the Tuhua consonants compared with the
ancient Chinese consonants are introduced above. The thesis
emphasized on the comparison and classification of the
consonants. The evolutions and the reasons of the consonants
are discussed in the thesis. The second part is about the
comprehensive comparison of the consonants of Tuhua. Those
that have special consonants are emphasized in comparison to
tell different types of Tuhua. The fourth chapter is about the
comparison and analysis of the vowels of Tuhua. Different
vowels among the Tuhua are compared and analyzed in the first
part. The thesis emphasized on the comparison and
classification of the vowels both regulars and irregulars. The
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evolutions and reason of vowels are discussed in this part.
The second part is on comprehensive comparison of the vowels
of Tuhua. Those that special vowels are emphasized in
comparison will tell different types of Tuhua. The fifth
chapter is about the comparison and analysis of tones and the
combination of consonants with vowels in Tuhua. The tonal
features of different types of Tuhua are introduced in the
first part. The classification based on the numbers of the
tones, the evolution of shang-sheng (the ancient tone), the
division of qu—sheng, the pattern of tones, the character of
special words. The second part is about the comparison and
analysis of the combination of consonants with vowels in Tuhua.
We can tell differences among Tuhua from the combination of
consonants with vowels and the confusion or difference of
jian—tuan (4RH) . The sixth chapter is on the types of Tuhua
and belongings of them. Based on the analysis mentioned in
those chapters above, two kinds of criteria can be used in
grouping these Tuhua: Basic criterion and attached criterion.
There are four basic rules in basic criterion: 1.The
pronunciation of the ancient voiced consonants. 2.The
distribution of the pronunciation of ancient vowels without
nasal sound today. 3.The losing or keeping of nasal sound of
ancient vowels. 4. The evolution of ru—sheng (ancient tone) .
The four types of Yongzhou Tuhua: Dong’ an- Lengshuitan type
(consonants-voiced type), Jiangyong—Daoxian type
(consonants-voiceless [ type), Xintian southern countryside
type (consonants-voiceless Il type) and Ningyuan Pinghua type
(consonants—voiceless [[Itype). Compared with other Tuhua, the
work pointed out: Dong’ an-Lengshuitan type can be grouped as
Xiangyu (#H#E) and the other types of Tuhua can be viewed as
mixed dialects.
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
