Pass Chinese is a communicative Chinese course in two stages for learners
of Chinese as a foreign language in secondary schools. The author, like many
colleagues, often laments over the scarcity over resources, especially revision
books. Pass Chinese was written to meet the rapidly rising demand of those

Major features

In order to provide a comprehensive coverage of most popular exams, such as
GCSE/ IGCSE, SAT, AP, IB, Australia Mandarin exams, etc., the author has
taken note of their requirements in terms of topics, vocabulary list, different
types of questions and grammar. Pass Chinese has everything the students

need to achieve the levels and grades they want.

Each topic is of high interest to students and provides insight into Chinese
culture as well as other cultures. It also covers every aspect of life that teenagers

experience and makes learning enjoyable and accessible.

Interesting activities such as role-play, talking about pictures and conversation
prepare students for real world communication. Grammar is also introduced
in a structured manner so that students gain a clear picture of how Chinese

language works.

To avoid tedious and time-consuming explanations of grammatical terms and
rules, comparisons of Chinese sentences with their English equivalents are listed

so that students can explore how Chinese grammar works by themselves.




Vocabulary and key sentences are drawn from multiple exams and clearly

presented to promote a sound grasp of the language.

This book can be used as a textbook, by students working alone or in groups
and by students revising at home for exams. The answers to most exercises and
listening scripts at the back of this book provide students with a comprehensive
tool through all of the exercises whether they are in the classroom or studying on

their own.

Most exercises are recorded on a CD and teachers can choose the activity
according to students’ levels. For example, exercises in the speaking section
can also be used for listening activities. Pictures can be used for writing as well

as speaking.

A variety of reading, writing, listening and speaking exercises are designed to
meet the need of each student. For example, there are exercises with Pinyin and

without Pinyin.
