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Abstract; This paper deals with the changing meaning of the sovereignty in the flow of
recently increasing globalization. As is generally known, since Jean Bodin advocated the con-
cept of suprema potestas, the formation of modern states holding sovereignties and the recipro-
cal recognition of the sovereign states have mainly operated to establish the international pacif-
ic order. Yet by establishing the EU and concluding Free — Trade — Agreements (FTA) a-
mong states, several states have raised hot legal issues with regard to the matter that the power
of legislation has been restricted, which symbolizes the sovereignty. For representative in-
stance, the argument in Maastricht case of Federal Constitutional Court of Germany was so. In
particular, Korea tends to strongly stick to the sovereignty due to the bitter experience of the
forfeit of the sovereignty, so that this matter is more controversial. However, as the concept of
the sovereignty, which had been considered inviolable and impartial, was newly reorganized
as the cooperative and divided sovereignty, the international order also has been changed
through the globalization. Within this change, considering that the sovereignty originated from
the operation which originally secured the peace, I believe that the sovereignty still has its
genuine meaning of securing the peace in the international order.
