® a song or melody
Rhyme: @ verse or verses with rhymes
® a repetition of identical or similar sounds in two or more
different words and is often used in poetries or songs
® a short poem, such as a rhyming couplet or other rhyming
poem such as nursery rhymes
Poem: @ a piece of creative writing in verse, esp. one expressing deep
feelings or noble thoughts in beautiful language, written with
the intention of communicating an experience

@ an arrangement of words written or spoken, traditionally a
