Secondly, good financial system can cause long and stable economic
growth. Good financial system has been founded through the reform of
finance structure in China nearly 30 years. And financial crisis in some
country doesn’t show during reforming.

Thirdly, the best financial system in China is not arm’s —length finan-

cial system and relationship — based financial system, but government —
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based financial system under market. It’s not financial system model in
West country, but the system of historic tradition, realistic financial present
and future financial development in China.

Fourthly, adjusting to the needs of economic marketnization and
globalization, financial development in China is that primary allotment
money is not government allotment, but market allotment, carrying out
profit rate and exchange rate’s marketnization, founding government —
based financial system under market, through the economic reform and

financial reform.
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
