Chongaing

Chongging is situated on the upper-section of the connection of upper and middle
reaches of the Yangtze River where it spans east longitude of 105" 17’ —~110" 12
and north latitude of 28° 22' ~32° 12’ . There are 470 kilometre from east to west
and 450 kilometre from south to north covering a total area of 82,000 square kilomet-
re. It is the metropolis directly under the leadership of the government with the greate-
st terrain and most population. It is adjacent to five provinces as Hubei, Hunan, Guiz-
hou, Sichuan and Shanxi.

There are 15 districts, 4 county-level cities, 17 counties and 4 autonomous countie-
s. Among them there are 9 center districts as Yuzhong District, which is on the conflu-
ence of the Yangtze River and the Jialing River, and its neighboring Shapingba, Beib-
ei, Yubei, Jiangbei, Jiulongpo, Dadukou, Nanan and Banan, 5 far outskirts districts as
Wansheng, Shuanggiao, Fuling, Wanzhou and Qianjiang. Jiangjin, Yongchuan, Hech-
uan and Nanchuan are more developed county-level cities on industry and commerce
than other counties.

The city physiognomy is rich in space variations. Paralleled mountain ranges such
as Mount Huaying inclines through its western part, Mount Daba in the north encount-
ers Mount Wushan in the southeast and Wuling mountainous area lies in the southea-
st part of this city. A series of strip mountain ranges and valleys with northeast-south-
west tending direction turn to that of east-west at Yunyang-Fengjie connection part a-
nd then scatter broom-shaped in the south of Hechuan and Yuzhong byland. The altit-
ude of the upheaval sections of Mount Qiyao and Mount Jinfo in the south of Wanzho-
u and Fengjie is about 2000~2225 meters, while the altitude of some deep-river secti-
ons is only about 100 meters, or even less. These geographical conditions caused by
internal or outside forces and certainties of mankind for survival constitute its unique
sights. For example: Mt. Simian, which is called "the converted mountains" in geology:
Mt. Jinfo, which features in astonishing apices; Wansheng Stone-forest, the oldest in
our country; the Thousand-li Gallery of the Wujiang River; "the Splendid Scenery" of t-
he Daning River; Heaven Hole and Earth Crevice in Fengjie; the Nine Apices Wave of
Mt. Jinyun and the world-famous Three Gorges of the Yangtze River, etc. All these co-
nsist of earthshaking landscapes. At the same time, the Creator s superlative craftsm-
anship touches greatly human's wisdom: Dazu Stone Sculptures involve some thou-
ghts of goodness-favor in Buddhism, filial piety in Confucianism and "no doing wron-
g" in Taoism. Fengdu, Abode of Ghosts, changes comeuppance to solid sculptures.
White Crane Girder, Shibao Stockaded Village, Zhang Fei Temple, Baidi City and Di-
aoyu City memorize the foretime. The Handwave Dance and Festive-Lantern Dance
of Tujia and Miaozu reproduce unique national lives of primitive simplicity. Houses an-
d pavilions are thickly built on distinct terraces and hillsides that slope down towards
the riversides, a mountain city or a river city as it is so called. Its grade traffic features
in suspension bridges beyond two rivers, ferries shuttled back and forth on water, hig-
hway bridges and cable railways on slopes, which send passengers here and there.
Trains how! through caves like steel dragons, which seem more wonderful than the in-
cessant stream of carriages on circling streets. In the evening when millions of lights
are on, the city is all the more fascinating with multitudinous lights mirroring in the wa-
ters, which adds splendor to the brilliance of the night scene.

Nowadays, vigorous modern march and leisure pastoral pieces are interwoven in
Chongging with a rhythm like its undulating hills and wandering rivers. The splendid
movement of the new century has many things for the eye to take in. You will enjoy its
lasting charm after visiting this city.
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
