Dallas Rhinoplasty: Nasal Surgery by the Master-second editions and the Dallas Rhinoplasty Symposium,
held at the University of Texas at Southwestern Medical Center annually for the past 26 years represents on of the
premier sources of innovative changes and technical advances in rhinoplasty. For plastic surgeons and otolaryn-
gologists, we attempted to capture the master teachings of the experts who have contributed to our course and to
provide a logical and comprehensive approach to the field that benefits the neophyte as well as the seasoned sur-
geon with extensive rhinoplasty experience. We have already done two editions of our textbook in English with
overwhelmingly positive response. Now, thanks to the dedication and hard work of Dr. Li Zhangiang who spent
almost a year with me in Dallas and every day that I did a rhinoplasty he would be there to take notes, review and
be intensely involved in the operation as if he was scrubbed. Tn the end, he truly had mastered and had learned
so much about rhinoplasty that I thought he was truly the best person to translate our second edition of book into
Chinese so the plastic surgeons in the most populated country in the world could enjoy and learn our techniques
and refinements of rhinoplasty.

Rhinoplasty, arguably one of the most challenging and difficult procedures in plastic surgery, has been a
source of abiding interest for us throughout our careers. The Dallas Rhinoplasty Symposium was a natural out-
growth of that fascination and reflected our desire to educate others about nasal surgery.

Although this book has grown as information in our field has expanded, our objectives re-
main the same—to assist the nasal surgeon in attaining consistent results using careful preoperative analysis, pre-
cise operative planning meticulous intraoperative execution, and long-term follow-up with critical evaluation of re-
sults. This is the only way to truly learn from experience and refine our technique. It is our sincere hope that this
book will continue to provide a solid foundation for achieving those goals and advancing the art and science of rhi-
noplasty now and in the future.

Although English is the de facto universal language for scientific and biomedical publications, there are
thousands of plastic surgeons world-wide who neither speak nor read English. Even if non-native-English-speak-
ing plastic surgeons can read English, it is always beneficial and more efficient to have literature available to
them in their own language. Translating articles from English can prove a painstaking and time-consuming chal-
lenge for the individual surgeon. Furthermore, the precise meaning or nuances of an article may be difficult to
ascertain. There are thousands of plastic surgeons in China, many of whom do not read or speak English; their
access is severely limited. After over 20 years in plastic surgery education and as the Editor-in-Chief of the Plas-
tic and Reconstructive Surgery journal, 1 have realized that it is not only my duty but my pleasure to not only in-

form surgeons worldwide about significant developments in all areas related to reconstructive and cosmetic
