The design of “Bafu (Eight Mansions)
Spiced Duck” is derived from this old
restaurant with over ten years history,

the structure from “Ba (Eight)” and
the meaning from “Fu (Mansion)”
Structurally octagonal rooms are designed
to meet the particularity of catering
industry. After our investigation, we reach
the following conclusion that the four
corners of rectangular rooms are not fully
functioned in practical usage while plain
combination of equilateral octagonal
rooms can result in various changes.
After the maximum usage of room area,
the remaining area is all allocated to
public space. Three water systems are
designed in the public space. A section
of rooms above the water appears to

be interior courtyard construction while
the rising of the escalator, a modem
fransportation means, from water surface,
indicates that we follow our design idea
of honoring the Eight Imperial Families

of the Manchu. A large portion of single
space is separated as the key place

fo decorate. Furniture and installation
adopt traditional handicraft  “lacquer”
to produce super large scale furniture at
site. Traditional color assortment of red
and black are used in color designing
while oil paint is used in decoration
pictures to embody the lotus flowers in
Chinese ink wash drawing, aiming to
reflect the maijor idea of bearing modem
Chinese style. In exterior design, modern
materials and division proportion are
applied to deduce the traditional signs
and information in order to reach the
unity between the inferior and the exterior
and the combination of the structure and
the meaning.

This is a hall unity for bathing, loosening
bone and fitness. In the hall lobby is the
ground of round white vitrified floor tiles
with brown golden sand mosaic filled
the clearance space. As the original
construction space is small, we process
the two side walls between the two side
halls and the lobby into one with five
marble entrances which combine the
original three halls into a whole lobby.
The lighting marble of the reception desk
directly faces the door is decorated with
gold and silver rings of various sizes which
echo with the ground. One side and

the lower parts of the bar are covered
with mirror which reflects the surrounding
environment and increases the bar area,
so that the space is expanded as much
as possible.

Back into the studio side is the cascade
shape part which is embedded with
stainless grooves to increase the levels
of the shelf surface. People can see the
concise landscapes of the sculpt of the
walls of the side halls which add a kind
of serene atmosphere. The blend of the
Chinese and Western cultures and the
combination of fraditional and modem
materials create a luxurious and elegant,
stylish and prudent room atmosphere.
