Preface Zhang Yongkang

“The Art of Yunnan Literati Paintings” is a part
of “The Complete Works of Yunnan Fine Arts”. It
includes 321 paintings that belong to 193 painters
of Yunnan since late Ming and early Qing dynasties,
reflecting the outline of modern Yunnan’s painting
art.The publication has built a solid foundation for
a further research into the history of Yunnan fine
arts.

Before Ming dynasty, Yunnan paintings can be
divided into two parts: cliff painting and grave mural
as the first part, Buddhist paintings such as Picto-
rial History of Nanzhao,Zhang Shengwen Painting
Scroll, Lijiang Murals and so on. After the found-
ing of Yuan dynasty, Han culture from the central
China began to spread widely in Yunnan. With the

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further development of Han culture in Yunnan, a
group of local painters and calligraphers emerged
as the times demanded.

According to the current materials, Yunnan lite-
rati paintings can be divided into three categories:
landscape, flowers and birds, and figure. Each cat-
egory has three developing stages, i.e. late Ming to
early Qing Dynasties, Middle Qing dynasty, and
late Qing dynasty to modern times.
