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Preface

Regional culture, part of the live fossil of a
nation's traditional culture, embodies national spirit
and people's wisdom. The exploration and research
on regional culture, especially the folk culture, is of
great significance for inheriting our nation's cultural
tradition and promoting the building of an advanced
culture.

The exploration of
this rich heritage is necessary for Shandong to make
a leap from a culturally big to a culturally advanced
province, and it is also the need of building socialist
China culturally and the duty that Qilu people can—
not shirk.

It has taken two years for experts, scholars and
field workers of publicity and cultural circles of
Shandong to complete this 12—volume Shandong
