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Abstract

This dissertation deals with the political view of Carl Schmitt. Besides being
controversial, Carl Schmitt is a legendary figure in the community of the history
of political thoughts as well as a renowned legal expert and politician. The very
moment he plunged himself into the academic circle, he was in controversy. His
works is described as both sewing and harvesting animosity. Never ceasing to
write, his life spanned William Kingdom, the Republic of Weimer, the Nazi Reich
and the Federal Republic of Germany, exercising huge influence both in the
political field and in the academic one. Later, he affiliated himself with the Nazi
and became its tool for propaganda. His experience became an ideological taboo
in later research on his works. He was exempted from any criminal penalty in the
Nuremberg Trial, but he was unable to teach as a result. Having said that, Carl
Schmitt,established his reputation through his works and his inner circle, so much
so that he was even viewed as a professor who has more students than any other
of his contemporaries both in universities of Germany and other countries since
1945. His insight into politics reflects itself in his ideas in law and in politics. His
political view in terms of enemy and friend mainly finds itself in his Concept of the
political, in which he tries to standardize politics by removing theoretical puzzles
and thereby providing a clear and complete definition.

As far as the author is concerned, any attempt to simplify him might be
misleading. The fresh wave of the study of Carl Schmitt shows that whatever
approach is taken, confrontation in ideology is inevitable. Even against this
background, he has been used as tool to echo in both camps, which speaks
volumes for the harm stereotyping may cause.

To step out of the above dilemma, the author takes an approach in which pure

criticism is avoided but analysis of the cause of this book is made.
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In so doing, attention must be paid to the relationship between the author
and his book. Historical background must be made very clear as it is well known
that no theory comes from nowhere. Given that his ideas are fully consistent and
coherent, a historical and logic approach must be adopted and a book be put into
a proper context. The author tries to identify clearly the logic by which his theory
has progressed. By doing that, the author tries to follow clearly the logic that Carl
Schmitt follows and make his presentation convincing.

To that end, the author makes a sweeping review of the anecdotes related
to Carl Schmitt. Considering that his academic achievements and political
ambition have been interwoven with each other and that his political activities
and academic ones go hand in hand, the author must tackle a very dazzling
picture. His academic activities are reality— oriented, however, his theories and
analysis do not follow a clear ideological path. Everybody must be aware of that
in trying to clearly identify his books and also, knowing that criticism is in vain
in very important. Although it seems that his approach to political ideas derives
from political thoughts, it is self—evident that it also attacks the harsh realities.
It is very clear in the sense of accusation, but the concept of enemy is also very
dominant, though we cannot take that as his ultimate goal. It is safe to say that
Carl Schmitt. has established his whole system of ideas on the basis of criticism.

By touching upon his background the vicissitudes of politics throughout
Europe, the author tries to cast light on the thinking of Carl Schmitt on his limited
ideas in the course of great changes. Many years of development has made the
political system in Europe a mature one, characterized by freedom and democracy
going hand in hand but mutually guarding against each other. This subtle change
in its justice shows itself in the cross century developments. These contradictions
and problems find themselves in the development of Germany, which constitutes
a greater framework for Carl Schmitt in dealing with history. His attempt to find a
way out for Germany after World War One based itself on his perspective of the
whole Europe. His reputation as a legal expert determines the depth of his views
and the spirit of his academic research.

The inception of a system cannot be realized without certain theoretical

resources and perspectives. His approach shows that he takes in a lot of
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resources with particular interest in some. The ideas of Hobbs, Webber, Catholic
background and some counterrevolutionary thinkers are fully taken on board
because of their realistic attitude and echoed by Carl Schmitt.In an era of changes,
the approach of exception and emergency may find a proper way to attack beaten
paths and be powerful.

Based on that, the author analyzes some very important works of Carl Schmitt
At the same time, the author has not tried to argue the correctness of his theories
but to follow their developments. His criticism of parliament theory and the
development of the history of Europe shows that they are seeking reconciliation
and compromise. Economic and technical thinking determines the way of thinking
of most people. This has met with challenges both theoretically and practically,
which is slashed out on by Carl Schmitt. His criticism culminated in identifying
the concept that both friends and enemies are hard to eliminate.

Generally speaking, we must be serious in dealing with the political views of
Carl Schmitt. On the one hand, the made a rethinking of many traditional questions
while making analysis and giving fresh explanations to many of them, thus making
huge academic contributions. On the other hand, the trend he envisages has been
all the more clear in the present era. This constitutes a challenge to the future of
human society. The thinking of and answers to these questions are really valuable

in reading his books.
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
