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Preface

Land and People is the fifth book in this series and the first one written for seventh form students. In
keeping with its title, the book provides an introduction to both physical and human aspects of the
geography of Japan. By the end of the book, students will be able to talk about Japan’s major
geographical features, climate and weather, products that particular areas are famous for, and differences
in rural and urban lifestyles. This is an ideal topic to extend the language skills of making comparisons,
and where relevant, comparisons have been made with New Zealand so that students will be able to talk
about their own country in relation to Japan. The final unit in the book looks at the role played by religion
in Japanese culture, a role which is very closely associated with the land and its people.

It is not the aim of this book to provide a detailed geography lesson on Japan: information has been
carefully selected to focus on language development while at the same time extend student knowledge
and maintain levels of interest. It also provides a good foundation for the next book, Travel and
Tourism. However, teachers have the opportunity to draw on their own knowledge and add further
information if they desire.

Because the first five units contain more factual information than units in previous books, we strongly
recommend that the kanji and structures are taught before studying the reading passages. We have also
found that presenting the contents of the reading passages orally while referring to a map like the one on
page 8, reproduced on the board or OHP, is particularly effective. This can then be reinforced by tape
work and reading.

We would like to thank Lily Shimada and Satoshi Matsui for their input into the reading passages, and to
Chiharu Kubo for her contribution to Unit 6. We are also grateful for the time and professional assistance
given by our two consultants, Mieko MaclInnes and Hiroshi Ishida. Our thanks also to Jenny Wu for the
kanji.
