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Preface

Preface

The Police Law Pandect of the People’ s Republic of China (PRC) is
the first functional special-appropriation law reference book being large-
ly compiled and published in the name of The Ministry of Public Securi-
ty since the founding of PRC. To meet the requirements of police law
enforcement activities, we collected laws, administrative regulations
and documents that carry the force of administrative regulations in this
pandect. With the public security organs being the main law enforce-
ment subject, they were formulated and promulgated by The National
People’ s Congress and its Standing committee or State Council of the
PRC from the founding of PRC to August, 1999. It also includes such
departmental regulations and some normative documents in relation to
the police law enforcement as documents, notice, official and written
replies etc., which are established by The Ministry of Public Security
or jointly by The Ministry of Public Security along with ministries and
commissions concerned. To adapt to the circumstances of the gradually
increasing international intercourse and the cases concerning foreign in-
terests, the pandect embraces correlative international conventions and
treaties which the People’s Republic of China acceded to or concluded
in the benefit of the public security work. The pandect is rational in
structure, scientific in arrangement, comprehensive in content, and
substantial in materials. Being knowledgeable, systematic, practical,

and authoritative, the pandect is not only an indispensable legal arms
for police organs on each level to execute laws and operate cases, but
also a vade mecum as practical reference book for the practitioners on
politic-legal front and experts and scholars in the theoretic fields.

To assure that the pandect has its due authority, The Ministry of
Public Security formed a commission of senior editors. Mr. Jia Chun-
wang, Minister of Public Security acted as the director of the commis-
sion. Vice Ministers of Public Security, Mr. Tian Qiyu, Mr. Bai Jing-
fu, Mr. Luo Feng, Mr. Zhao Yongji, and Mr. Zhu Chunlin, who is
Director of Political Department, Mr. Zhu Entao, Mr. Yang Huanning,
who are Assistant Ministers of Public Security, are commission mem-
bers. Mr. Luo Feng acted as editor—in—charge of editing, examining
and finalizing the pandect. Mr. Hao Chiyong, Mr. Liu Boxiang, and
Mr. Ke Liangdong acted as the deputy chief editors. The Bureau of Le-
gal affairs of the Ministry of Public Security assumed the detail work .

The compilation and publication of The Police Law Pandect of the
People’ s Republic of China is a concrete measure of The Ministry of
Public Security to carry and implement the fundamental guidelines of
managing state affairs according to law. At present, the fundamental
guidelines of managing state affairs according to law have been carried
out and implemented eamestly by police organs on each level. Manag-
ing the police according to law and operating cases according to law
have become self-conscious activities in the whole police force. We an-
ticipate that the open publication of the pandect in China will further
promote the process of the buildup of public security legality, infinitely
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improve activities of legal policing, and elevate the law enforcement of
the entire police force to a higher level.

The Police Law Pandect of the People’ s Republic of China is an im-
portant window that demonstrates the plentiful and substantial fruits of
the buildup of public security legality since the founding of PRC, espe-
cially during the twenty years of adopting Reform and Opening policy.
Since the founding of PRC, the buildup of the system of public security
regulations has marked prominent achievements. After The 3rd session
of the eleventh central committee of Chinese Communist Party, the
buildup of the socialist legality of our country has been developing
rapidly. We have made even more rapid progresses in forming public
security legality. The framework of the buildup of public security regu-
lations system has been established. We have got laws to follow in the
basic and primary aspects of public security work. The pandect reviews
and summarizes the buildup of public security regulations system,
draws a scientific, exact and authoritative conclusion about the status
quo of the system of public security regulations, and about the composi-
tions and categories of public security law and administrative regula-
tion. At the same time, it provides sound foundations upon which to
draw up pertinent public security legislative programs and to direct pub-
lic security legislation activities effectively for the future.

The pandect is divided into three volumes according to the contents,
they are police laws, administrative regulations, departmental regula-
tions and international treaties. The first volume, which has been pub-
lished, includes the Constitution, 53 chapters of laws, 82 chapters of

administrative regulations, and 40 chapters of documents carrying the
force of regulations. The rest of two volumes will be published in sue-
cession.

We sincerely dedicate this pandect to the 50th anniversary of the
founding of PRC.

Congratulations to the 50th anniversary of the founding of the Ministry
of Public Security .
