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1. Applied linguistics is an interdisciplinary field of research and practice dealing with practical
problems of language and communication that can be identified, analyzed or solved by
applying available theories, methods or results of linguistics or by developing new theoretical
and methodological frameworks in linguistics to work on these problems (International
Association of Applied Linguistics,2011).

2. Brumfit (1995) has defined applied linguistics as *the theoretical and empirical investigation
of real-world problems in which language is a central issue’.

3. Applied linguistics is often said to be concerned with solving or at least ameliorating social
problems involving language (Davies & Elder,2004).

4. Applied linguistics ... encompasses: Language Acquisition (L1 and L2), Psycho/
Neuro-linguistics , Language Teaching, Sociolinguistics, Humor Studies, Pragmatics, Discourse
Analysis/Rhetorics, Text/Processing/Translation, Computational Linguistics-Machine Translation,
Corpus Linguistics, Language Control/Dialectology (Davies, 2007).

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Linguistics theory and description cannot, then, be deployed directly to solve the
problems with which applied linguistics is concerned. One important reason is the nature of
the problems themselves. They, too, like models of linguistics, represent certain perspectives
on reality. Applied linguistics is not simply a matter of matching up findings about language
with pre-existing problems but of using findings to explore how the perception of probiems
might be changed. It may be that when problems are reformulated from a different point of
view they become more amenable to solution. This changed perception may then, in turn,
have implication for linguistics. :

_ The methodology of applied linguistics must therefore be complex. It must refer to the
findings and theories of linguistics, choosing among the different schools and approaches, and
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making these theories relevant to the problem in hand. At the same time, it must investigate
and take into account the experience and needs of the people involved in the problem itself. It
must then seek to relate these two perspectives to each other, attempting perhaps, in the
process, to reformulate each. And it must undertake investigation and theorizing of its own.

Conceived of in this way, applied linguistics is a quest for common ground. It establishes
a reciprocal relationship between experience and expertise, between professional concerns
with language problems and linguistics . .

Applied linguistics is concerned with practical issues involving language in the life of the
community. The most important of these is the learning of second or foreign languages.
Others include language policy, multilingualism, language education, the preservation and
revival of endangered languages , and the assessment and treatment of language difficulties.

Other areas of interest include professional communication, for example, between
doctors and their patients, between lawyers and their clients and in courtrooms, as well as
other areas of institutional and cross-cultural communication ranging from the boardroom to
the routines on an answer-phone.

In other words, research in the field of applied linguistics covers a vast domain of topics
that deals with just about anything where language relates to society. This is a broad definition
which encompasses anything related to practical language problems.
