I. Different Names for Britain and its Parts

1. Geographical names : the British Isles, Great Britain , England;

2.The official name: the United Kingdom of Great Britain and North-
em Ireland. People just say British, the United Kingdom or simply UK.
This is one country on the British Isles and its capital is London.

3. Four political divisions: England, Scotland , Wales and Northern
Ireland.

4. The British Empire : About a hundred years ago, as a result of its
imperialist expansion, Britain ruled an empire that had one fourth of the
world” s people and one fourth of the world’ s land area. The two world wars
greatly weakened Britain. The British Empire gradually disappeared and it
was replaced by the British. Commonwealth or the Commonwealth of Nations
in 1931.

5.The commonwealth :1It is a free association of independent coun-
tries that were once colonies to Britain. Member nations are joined together
economically and have certain trading arrangements. The Commonwealth has
no special powers. The decision to become a member of the Commonwealth
is left to each nation. At present there are 50 member countries within the
Commonwealth (1991 ).
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
