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. EDITORS NOTE

1, This is the first systematic and comprehensive collection of importantdocuments on
educational laws and regulations since the founding of the People’s Republic of China,
1949, The collection is dedicated to the broad_ masses of the professionals engaging
in educational developing and reform in 90th,’

2. In accordance with the State Council’s measure on sorting out laws and regula-
tions, this collection is based on a comprehensive work on the relevant administrative
statutes on education, statutory documents, rules and regulations promulgated since the
founding of the People’s Republic. It is compiled for the purpose of strengthening the
iegal work in education, and of meeting the needs of rule by law in education, The
collect ion is intended to provide convenience for administrative departments of education
at all levels and various government institutions, schools of all kinds and at all ievels,
research institutions, and the general public to appreciate, understand and apply
educational laws and regulations,

3. This collection takes in those educational laws and regulations which were promul-
gated in & period from October 1949 to thc‘ end of 1989, and which are still valid to-
day, The documents include educational laws adopted by the National People’s Cong-
ress and its Standing Committee, administrative statutes and statutory documents pro-
mulgated by the State Council (and the former Administrative Council) , and rules
and regulations formulated by the State Education Commission (the former Ministry
of Education and the Ministry of Higher Education) alone or in conjunction
with other government departments under the State Council, In addition, this collec-
tion includes The Decision on the Reform of the Educational Structure by the Central
Committee of the Chinese Communist Party and other important documents on ideolo-
gical and political education.

4, The laws and regulations in this collection are classified into seventeen major di-
visions based on the professional areas of educational management, 29r e¢asy referen-
ce, in the division of general higher education which has & 1nrge number of docu-

ments, there are several sub-divisions., The documents in every division have been
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arranged in the order of laws, administrative statutes, statutory documents, rules and
regulations by government departments under the State Council, Within each divi-
sion, the documents have been further arrangéd in the order of the time of promulga-
tion .

5. In order to provide a full picture of educational legislation, ;his collection has
included in its appendixes (a) a list of statutory documents on education declared
invalid and expired by the State Councily (b) a list of rules and regulations and
regulatory documents declared invalid and expired by State Education Commissions

(c) a 1list of statutory rules and regulations promulgated by local authorities in
1986—1989, For the purpose of oPening to the outside world and international exchange
in education, an English list of all the documents included in this collection is also
provided.

6. The compilation of this collection has been undertaken by the bepartment of
Policy and Legislation of the State Education Commission with ccose cooperation by
other departments, Those who participated in this effort include Luo Hongshu, Li
Lianning, Zhou Fucheng, -Zhang Wen, Zhao Lianjie, Deng Li and Hu Wenbin,Comrade
Hao Weiqian read and approved the final script,
