Looking down at the world below from the top of the
Minshan Mountain, where clouds flow and scud, you are

bound to see the Huanglong Scenic Resort, a world — class
natural heritage enveloped in a holy atmosphere. The Snowy

Tripod Peak looks like a golden pyramid that soars to an un-
believable height through a jumble of mountains and an
ocean of clouds. North of the peak, stretching far and wide
under the azure sky, lies the Songpan Grassland, where
herds of cattle and sheep grazing leisurely amidst rich mead-
ows rippling in the gentle breeze and studded with wild flow-
ers. The Yellow River flows in the fashion of a silk ribbon.
The green ocean of the Jiuzhai Gully extends beyond an ex-
panse of red rocks. In the east the Zhaga Waterfall, the tall-
est travertine waterfall of China, leaps and tumbles in the
quiet of the wooded Muni Gully. The forms of clouds and
trees are mirrored quiveringly in the Mingli Lake, and the air
is thick with the scent of trees and hot springs in the moun-
tains, which come alive with the chirping and warbling of
birds. In the south the peaks of the Minshan Mountain wreak
up a topographical Turmoil, adding a touch of heroism to the
entire landscape. The Minjiang River cuts a torrential course
through the land, before tapering off to become a stretch of
mild stream . In the east, pine trees stand in a hundred and
one exotic forms on the brow of the cliffs that rise sheer over
the bottom of the Danyun Gorge, where the Fujiang River
takes a meandering course. At the foot of the statuesque Yu-
cui Peak, the Huanglong Gully, which came into being with
the accumulation of travertine on the surface of earth, bears
close resemblance to a gigantic dragon gyrating across vast
tracks of forests, the three thousand multiple — hued ponds
looking like scales on the dragon’s body. The interior of
travertine caves are worlds of colour evocative of the Jade
Pond of Heaven.

The Huanglong Gully is, in a nutshell, a repository of
all the dazzling spectacles of nature.

Situated in Songpan County, Sichuan Province, the 700
— square — kilometre Huanglong Scenic Resort also includes
the Muni Gully that is situated fifteen kilometres away. The
proper of the scenic resort, covering 600 square kilometres,
consists of the Huanglong Gully, the stretch of the Fujiang
River above Shijiabao, the peaks of the Xuelanguan Moun-
tain, the Red Rock Peaks, and the land between the Xues-
han Ridge and the mountain pass at Chuanzhusi. The Muni
Gully, a branch of the Minjiang River, covers 100 square
kilometres, including the Zhaga and Erdaohai gullies. The
peripheral zone of the scenic resort occupies 640 square kilo-
metres .

The Huanglong Scenic Resort is known for its rich vari-
ety of tourist attractions that are marked for their spectacular
shapes, colossal sizes and exquisite structures. The immense
travertine scenery, which covers most area of the scenic re-
sort, combines with mountains, ravines, woods, and places
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
