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Abstract

Report on Development of China’s Media Industry (2014) is an annual work edited
by the Tsinghua University School of Journalism and Communication. The Center of
Media Economy and Management Studies and many domestic and foreign media
experts contributed the articles. Now in its tenth consecutive year of publication, it is
an important part of The Blue Book Series published by Social Sciences Academic Press
(China). The contributors to the book, i.e. researchers and professionals in the
field of China’s media and media management, offer extensive observations on all
aspects of the development of the media industry, as well as scientific analyses of
media trends. Since its first publication, the book has garnered intense public
attention and has been quoted by many in the domestic and foreign media. The Blue
Book of China’s Media has now become one of the authoritative works on the study of
China’s media industry.

The year 2014 has witnessed the tenth consecutive year of publication of The
Blue Book of China’s Media which has been monitoring and researching China’s media
industry. The past decade marked a period of rapid growth as for China’s media
industry, with double-digit annual growth for ten years’ running. Meanwhile, the
whole industry has also undergone tremendous changes during the past decade. The
great impact of new media has already extended from paper media to the video land,
and formed a new industry landscape in which new media and traditional media are
equals. “Transformation”, “merger and acquisition” and “big data” became the
three hot words in China’s media industry in 2013, reflecting changes caused by
continuing stress. Traditional mass media became less influential, but the boundary of
the industry is extending. Integration of the media industry and traditional industries
will inspire new business models. China’s media industry is embracing a new round of
growth in the next decade with development of mobile internet, social media, big
data and multi - screen technology.

Report on Development of China’s Media Industry (2014 ) includes seven parts: the
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Annual General Report, Report on Print Media, Report on Radio, Television and
Film, Report on PC Internet, Report on Mobile Internet, Media Ecology, and
Media Industries Development of Overseas, HongKong and Taiwan, with each part
providing in-depth and thorough analysis of the current state of each industry and
trend in their development.

The book is a valuable guide, compatible with both empirical and theoretical
studies. With its scale and structure changing fast, the media industry itself is an
emerging industry at a high stage of development. Yet in contrast to this, there is a
general lack of theoretical study and reflections on the new problems and phenomena.
The book thus offers some creative contributions to the media industry and media
management theories.

The book, with its systematic reviews and analyses of the media industry and its
sub-sectors, is a useful reference for government designing of the media system, for
government policymaking, and for setting operational strategy by media enterprises. It
is also valuable to researchers, teachers and university students specializing in
journalism and communications, especially in media economy and management
