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Approaches, Issues and Standpoints:
A research of Public Health Emergencies

Abstract: It is noteworthy that public health emergencies have been fre-
quently reported in recent years. This paper tries to sort out the academic origin,
research prospective and research issues based on tracking back to the research
history of public health events in China. This paper points out that the research
standpoint of public health events has shifted from single government to multiple
positions of academic and authority; the research method has transferred from
single subject to multiple disciplines.
