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Abstract

In the aspect of culture and morals, Albert Schweitzer (1875—
1965) is one of the greatest thinker in western Countries in 20th century.
Erich Formm, who is among the important representatives of the
Frankfurt School, even suggests that Albert Schweitzer and Albert Ein-
stein may be the persons who can most embody the greatest achieve-
ments of western cultural and moral tradition. Although Albert
Schweitzer is a Frenchman by origin, he belongs to a German with
reference to culture. In 1913, Albert Schweitzer gave up a good future
in Europe and went to Gabon in Africa, where he set up clinics and
served the local people at his own expense until he died in 1965. Albert
Schweitzer got the praise for his humanitarian action. In addition. his
culture of philosophy becomes unique in the history of western philoso-
phy in 20th century. All above things, his ethics of reverence for life
becomes the important resources of contemporary ecologicalethics, at
the same time his study of Chinese thought casts important light on the
Chinese culture reviviscence, This is the fist book which systematically
introduces and studies Albert Schweitzer’s life and thought, including
the great personality, the culture of philosophy, ethical thought and
Chinese study. In spite of this, this book has a fruitful discussion on

Albert Schweitzer’s philosophical and ethical thoughts.
