Abstract

Compared with mild global economic recovery, Asia maintained rapid economic
growth, its GDP increased about two times as fast as global average one, and led the
recovery in 2010. Though Asia’s economy is expected to slowed down, the tendency
will continue in 2011. For Asia, leading global recovery is both opportunity and
challenge. Because developed countries still dominate world economic system, Asia’s
economies have to pay a price for its leading global recovery. In the post-crisis era,
Asian countries need to adjust their export-driven model for the pressure of global
rebalancing. But most of Asian countries aren’t ready to adjust their development
model. For their constraints of economic scale and structure, they will choose different
adjustment strategies. In 2010, there are two striking events in Asia, one is that China’s
GDP exceeds Japan’s, and become the first great power in the region. Another is U. S.
return to Asia. This isn’t a coincidence. As a result of China’s rising and Washington’s
return to Asia strategy, the setup of Asian regional integration will be readjusted, and

China’s surrounding security environment will get into an unstable phase.
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
