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Preface

It has by now become a cliché to refer to the world as a “global village”. With
the growth of technology, expansion of trade, and easier access to international
travel, it seems that the barriers between nations are gradually disappearing. China
has particularly benefited from these changes over the past few decades, and its ever-
growing economy has both enticed people visit China and allowed Chinese citizens to
journey abroad. University students especially have increased access to opportunities
for studying and working abroad, as more academic institutions seek to build
partnerships and engage in exchange student programs. Altogether the prospects for
enriching oneself by going abroad have increased, and as a result have created a more
vibrant global community.

With the growing impetus for traveling abroad there is a corresponding need for
enhancing our knowledge of other countries and their cultures. Already many types
of foreign media in the form of movies, television, books, and music have become
popular with China, and they have contributed to a greater overall cultural awareness.
At the same time, however these depictions of foreign cultures within the media are
often little more than stylized caricatures, and though entertaining, leaves one with an
incomplete knowledge of the day-to-day lives of those living other countries. What
is needed, and what this textbook aims to provide, is a more holistic understanding of
other countries through thé promotion of increasing one’s “global awareness”.

Global awareness is the study of other country’s histories, cultures, mannerisms,
and other constituent parts. This textbook examines five countries and their higher-
education systems, with the goal of helping students to expand their global mindset and
improve cross-cultural communication. Building one’s global awareness is not only
important for preparing to spend an extended period of time in another culture, but

also for becoming a more well-informed and better global citizen overall. As the world
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becomes more interconnected it is no longer enough to keep up with current events in
one’s own country; as the economy in China effects the U.S., and political concerns
in the U.S. effects those in Europe, one must be able and willing to understand world
events on a broader scale.

If you are interested in going abroad, consider these questions: how can you
make the most of your time? What do you wish to accomplish and learn? How best
can you adapt to a new culture, and what knowledge will you bring back to China?
Increasing one’s global awareness requires that one becomes more engaged in travel
and examining world events with a more critical eye. It also demands that one becomes
more open-minded and willing to learn; not simply being content to listen to the media
but rather motivated to travel and learn about the world first-hand.

Becoming more globally aware, and by extension a global citizen, has many
advantages. Certainly the opportunity to study abroad will allow you to return to China
with knowledge and experiences that will serve to enhance both yourself and the local
community. It will also allow you to build friendships and make contacts who may
help you in the future. Finally, you will help to build the bridges between China and
the rest of the world, helping the globe to be a safer and more understanding place. In
order to reap these benefits however it is necessary to approach the world with an open
mind, a willingness to learn, and the motivation to work hard. Doing so will allow you

to take full advantage of the benefits offered by the growing “global village”.
