With the publication of this Yearbook of WTO Dispute Settlement, the
University of International Business and Economics (UIBE) in Beijing adds to its
rapidly growing global reputation as a premier source of insight into international
trade law as part of the international economy.

Only fifteen years have passed since the establishment of the World Trade
Organization (WTQO). Only ten years have passed since China became a Member
of the WTO. And yet the sheer amount of jurisprudence clarifying WTO
obligations is voluminous.

This jurisprudence demands and deserves summation and elucidation. This
yearbook provides it. It begins with an overall overview of WTO dispute settlement
by Jun Wang, the distinguished dean of UIBE. It follows with a review of WTO
cases involving China by Hongliu Gong, one of UIBE’ s brightest young
professors. It then continues with in-depth analysis of cases involving issues
ranging from trade remedies to intellectual property to much more.

The treatment of China’ s emergence as a leader—and a frequent litigant—in
the WTO is especially useful and impressive. It shows clearly how China has
emerged in a short time as a central player in the unfolding story of world trade,
and of the WTO-based world trading system. With its unique understanding of

Chinese economy and Chinese governance, UIBE is especially able to offer a

Abstract: By the end of 2010, 419 disputes had been filed since the
WTO’ s creation in 1995. This article, by the observations concerning various
aspects of the DS system, reveals that; the top two active users of the system
are the United States and the European Union; participation by developing
countries in the WTO dispute settlement system has been effective and in-
creased considerably in number either as complainants and( or) as respondents
though unbalance still exists among them; most of the disputes focus on the
issues in the area of trade in goods and non — tariff barrier measures; settle-
ment through negotiation is still very important;all the panel and the Appellate
Body reports circulated had been adopted automatically; the panelists and
members of the Appellate Body are broadly representative of the membership
of the WTO. Generally speaking, the operation of the DS system is effective,
