Yangshao artisans created fine white,
red, and black painted pottery with
human facial, animal and geometric
designs. Unlike the later Longshan
culture, the Yangshao culture did not
use pottery wheels in pottery-making.
The Yangshao culture is well-known for
its red painted pottery, one of two major
types produced during the Neolithic
period in China. Before 2000 B.C.E.,
Yangshao were making coiled red
earthenware that was fired in kilns at
1000 ~ 1500C .

The first decorations were fish and
human faces, for example, Basin of
Human Face and Fish, it shows the
close relationship between man and
fish and the importance man attached to
fish.But these eventually evolved into
symmetrical-geometric abstract designs.

Painted Pottery Jar with Stork, Fish and
Zax Patterns is a representative artwork
of painted pottery in the Neolithic
Age of China. It is unearthed from a
burial chamber under the Yangshao
Culture Relics in Linru County, Henan
Province, and belongs to Yangshao
Temple bottom-channel type.

During the Longshan Culture period,
end of the Neolithic Age, fast wheel
was used and pottery reached a record
height, represented by the Black Pottery.
In the last step of pottery making, water is
usually added slowly from the top of the
kiln in order to produce thick smoke while
extinguishing the charcoal. When this is
done, the black pottery comes out.

The Liangzhu culture was the last
Neolithic Jade culture in the Yangtze
River delta and was spaced over a
period of about 1,300 years. The Jade
from this culture is characterized by
finely worked, large ritual jades such as
Cong cylinders, Bi discs, Yue axes and
also pendants and decorations in the
form of chiseled open-work plaques,
plates and representations of small
birds, turtles and fish. The Liangzhu
Jade has a white, milky bone-like aspect
due to its Tremolite rock origin and
influence of water-based fluids at the
burial sites. Jade is a green stone that
cannot be carved so it has to be ground.

In 1973, another important discovery
was made in Sunjiazhai in the form of
a colored basin. The upper part of the
basin’ s inside is divided into three
sections by vertical lines, and within
each section are five human figures,
dancing while holding hands. The
figures all appear in black, and their hair
flies rightward. Some of them, however,
wear short pigtails.

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Recent excavations at the Hongshan
sites have revealed stone tombs-one
with an outer “wall” of clay cylinders
more like those that surrounded much
later Japanese tombs of the Tumulus
period than anything yet found in
China-as well as ritual stone platform,
a round stone object that appears to be
an altar, and, most remarkable, robustly
modeled “Venus” figures of clay, a
painted clay head with eyes of jade,
which may have been used in a fertility
rite.
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
