guarantees to clients who had placed works for sale with them.

(2) This time experts reckon that prices are about 40% down on
their peak on average, though some have been far more fluctuant. 3 But Edward Dolman, Christie’s
chief executive, says: “I’'m pretty confident we’re at the bottom.”
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(D What makes this slump different from the last, he says, is that there are still buyers
