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Abstract; This book mainly studied the rise and fall of
English and American financial systems and how to achieve
China’s financial rise through Internet financial strategy. This
book analyzed the development of English and American finan-
cial systems in the past three hundred years from a historical
point of view. Also, it compared the differences between the
financial system of Great Britain and of United States from a
national point of view. Therefore, it obtained the historical ex-
perience that financial development and the real economy are
complementary, and financial efficiency and financial stability
are indispensable.
