(CCMEP) is now in Phase 1. The School of Business Adminis-
tration, Dalhousie University, Halifax, Canada and The Eco-
nomics College, Xiamen University, Xiamen, People’s Republic
of China have cooperated in management education under
CCMEP since 1983.
