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In the last ten years, we have come to have access to various
TEFL theories, methods and textbcoks frcm abroad. Problems
also arise as how to design, choose, and adopt a satisfactory
method either to meet the needs of TEFL in high schools in
present China or to ensure the students’ full communicative
competence.  After long and heated discussions, we Cec'ded
to focus on the theory of communication, which plays as
a core, with phonology, patterns, listening, speaking, reading,
writing, grammar and vocabulary radiating from it.

Microscopically, this model considers listening, speaking,
reading and writing in conjunction with one another as an en-
tity, emphasizing the students’ competence and performance,
practical grammaticality and acceptability. Whereas micro-
scopically, TEFL teachers are required to bear in mind the con-
ception that any lesson, whether in teaching phonology or pat-
terns, intensive or extensive reading, listening or writing, even
including extracurricular activities, should involve activities
relating to listening, speaking, reading and writing.

In order to set different types of lessons, many experienced
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teachers provided lessons by demonstration. Later, we began
to apply the model in all the junior and senior high schools,
altogether 37, in our district at the end of [986. In the past
five years, we’ve achieved a successful result, and more and more
teachers have written and published articles on its research

and application.
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
