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Abstract

The year 2011 is the first year of the Twelfth Five-year Plan. This October,
Central Committee ( CPC) put forward to deepen cultural system reform and promote
development and prosperity of socialist culture and the seventh session of the sixth
plenary session required that Beijing should play an exemplary role as the National
Cultural Centre.

The forth part is “Creative Industries and Culture Economy™, reporting on the
staternents and tendencies of Beijing’s cultural creative industries such as colture tourism,
carton industry, film industry, performances, exhibition, design industry and art
auction, and discuss the problems and countermeasures.

The last part is “Cultural Preservation and Cultural Communication” , reporting
on the status of cultural heritages and Beijing’s culture-going out, discovering the status
of Beijing’s non-material cultural heritage preservation and heritage, analyzing the new
development of the historical and cultural city cultural heritage preservation, and
