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Professor Zhang Kaiyuan was born in July 1926 in Wuxing, Zhejiang
Province ( China). He is the renowned historian and educationist. Professor
Zhang has gotten honorary doctor of law from Augustana College as well as honor
doctor from Soka University and Kansai University. In his youth he attended the
University of Nanking; subsequently he taught at Central China Normal
University (CCNU). He is the founder and director of the Research Institute of
the Revolution of 1911, the Research Institute of Modern Chinese History
(formerly the Research Institute of History of the CCNU ), and the Center for
the Study of Chinese Christian Colleges.

Professor Zhang was among the first Chinese scholars to travel overseas for
international scholarly exchange and has visited more than ten countries since
China’ s opening and reform. He has been visiting scholar/professor at Yale
University, Princeton University, the University of California; Chinese
University of Hong Kong; and Zhengzhi University as well as Institute of Modern
History, Academia Sinica in Taiwan. Professor Zhang has been favorably
received by the international academic community both for his breadth of
knowledge and for his affable personality.

Professor Zhang is distinguished internationally for his research on the
Revolution of 1911, Chinese bourgeois, chamber of commerce, history of
Chinese Christian Colleges as well as the Nanking Massacre. He has produced
abundant works such as History of the 1911 Revolution, The 1911 Revolution
and Modern Society, From Yale to Tokyo: Tracing the Eyewitnesses to Japanese
Atrocities in Nanking and so forth. _

Professor Zhang was the president of the CCNU from 1983—1990. He had
been a member of the National Board of Accreditation and director of its
Committee on History, Cultivated and influenced a group active in the
community at home and abroad, especially the young scholars. Professor Zhang
now is honorary director and professor of Research Institute of Modern Chinese
History, director of Research Center for East-West Cultural Exchange and

honorary director of Research Institute of Daisaku Tkeda.
