Abstract

Yu Zuliang is a businessman from eastern Fujian
Province in China. He was born in Fuan County in 1949
into a Roman Catholic family. Because of his background,
he was repeatedly the target during the political campaigns
of post—49 China. He fled from Fujian to Guangdong,
planning to escape to Hong Kong. Yu was penniless and
starving when he by chance met a kind —hearted couple
who helped him.

mind was to thank his benefactors in Guangdong. Although
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20 years had passed, after some misadventures he miracu-
lously found them, although now they were senile with old
age.

Yu remained busy with his building materials business,
and he established himself as the ‘Building Materials
King’ of eastern Fujian.

Now the wife who had helped him in Guangdong had
passed away, and the husband refused Yu's offers to take
him to Fujian and care for him in his old age. To thank
his aged benefactors, Yu decided to set up 10 old-age
homes and to take in 600 orphans.

This book is the story of Yu’s orphanage, and how he
overcame tremendous difficulties to pay for it and maintain
