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Abstract

Complex economy, politics and culture of the Song Dynasty brought about
a number of unprecedented problems, which made the management thought of
the Song Dynasty very rich and innovative, marked the ancient management
from control to management. From the perspectives of policy instruments, the
management thought of the Song Dynasty comprised three levels and a key.
The management thought based on government coordination comprised fran-
chise and contractual management, encouragement and mediation thought of
government. The management thought based on government regulation com-
prised command and prohibition thought of government, management of tax
and finance. Management thought based on government services comprised
public utilities and government assistance. A key was that any policy instru-
ment must be implemented by officials at all levels, so should strengthen su-
pervise, assessment and election of officials. The government management of
the Song Dynasty provided historical reference for building management theory

and system of the contemporary socialism with Chinese characteristics.
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
