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Fuling is a shining pearl in the golden tourist belt of the three gorges area and the first stop of Qianli Wujiang
gallery. It located at the cross area of Wujiang and Yangtze River and the centre zone of Chongging city. It used to
be the capital of Ba Guo, an ancient country in China during Spring and Autumn and the Warring States Periods, the
birthplace of Chinese Cheng-Zhu neo-Confucianism, the hometown of preserved szechuan pickle demonstrating to
the world, and rapidly-developing rising modern city, with an photograph reflection between the unique cultural land-
scape and the oddly but beautiful and charming nature scenery. Fuling welcomes your visit who has the tradition of
enthusiasm and hospitality, faithfulness and valuing friendship.

Neo-Confucianism holy land — Dianyi Garden
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On the north shore of Yangtze River in Fuling, a cave was ever chiseled by Cheng Yi—— a famous thinker,
educator, and neo-Confucianism master of northern song dynasty alongside its cliff, where Cheng concentratedly
annotated Book of Changes whose theory was carried forward by Zhu Xi and became ancient Chinese official re-
markable leaning “Cheng-Zhu neo-Confucianism”. Generations of personage such as Huang Tingjian, Zhu Xi
and others inscribed poems and carved articles in here, which put on a generous-coloured brushstroke for Chinese
traditional culture.
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Underground Wall — 816 Underground Nuclear Programs
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Adjacent to the Qianli Wujiang river, in the cavern of lofty mountains and where the whole mountain is hol-
lowed, roads and tunnels are interweaved like nets inside, and the architectural layout is like underground labyrinth
since caves and buildings are mutually nested, it is the earliest nuclear plant construction (code: 816) in southwest
region approved by the premier Zhou Enlai through signing the order. The 816 Underground Nuclear Programs is
a macro article epic for Chinese three-line construction and the declassified “the biggest artificial cavity body in the
world”, which convulses and convinces the visitors.
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Summer Paradise — Wu Ling Mountain National Forest Park
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It is the national AAA tourist area, which is more than 50 kilometers apart from the city zone of Fuling. Under
the blue sky and white clouds, the wide pastures, galloping horses, disembodied fogs and clouds, and the oil-paint-

ing sunset glow in Chinese fir Lin make you relaxed and happy. Especially in the sweltering summer, with a Small
rest in the hammock under fir lin and cool blowed by wind, it is the paradise for summer leisure.
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Underwater Forest of Steles —Bai He Liang
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By the bank of Fuling river, a natural stone girder in the water, tracks a record of the water variation of the Yang-
tze river ever since thousand years and takes the good reputation of “the first ancient stream gauging station in the
world”. On the stone girder, the authentic works of poems and articles left over by generations of personages and
scholars gathers chirographies of factions together, which can be rated as “the Underwater World Forest of Steles”.

Bai He Liang underwater museum is the unique underwater museum in the world, which agglomerates efforts of many
academicians and applies the newest modern technology.
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The Famous Scenic Spot for Recuperation - Shaxi Hot Spring
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It is National AA tourist area, and it allows you to enjoy the care of nature, benefits of health and relaxation of
body and mind when you are bathed in natural high-quality hot spring, and apperceives the underground “warm” com-
ing from more than 2,000 meters, which is an excellent place for recuperation and relaxation.
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A Precipice Spectacle - Stone Clip Ditch
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It is national AAA tourist area, which is more than 50 kilometers apart from city zone
of Fuling. With unique karst landform, and original ecological rare peaks and canyons. The
continuous precipice, with a shape like thin blade, rising toweringly is very spectacular,
which seems as being pared with sword and being cleaved with axe.

The natural terra slot “Sky gorge” gives a people with visual convulsion since the
cliffs in its two walls keep several feet , face to face, straightly running out into the sky ,
which likes a line of sky.

Over here, the works of God fiddles your eyes with ;
astonishment, quietness, beauty and risk , which likes going ot
into Tao Yuanming's ideal state. %
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Huangshan Mountain is located within the territory of Huangshan City of Anhui Province. It has a total area of 1200 square
kilometers, with elite scenic area 160.6 square kilometers, and is planned as Hot Spring, Jade Screen, North Sea, Pine Valley, Cloud
Valley, Fishing Bridge and other administrative regions. Of the three main major peaks: Lotus Peak, Tiandu Peak, Bright Peak
(Guangmingding), the Lotus Peak is the highest, at a sca level 1864.8 meters high. Since it is said that the Yellow Emperor Xuanyuan
“cultivated to be an immortal” here, Emperor Tang Ming Huang in 747 A.D. bestowed the name “Huangshan Mountain™.

Among 1019 scenic spots, odd pines, strange stones, Cloud Sea, hot springs and winter snow are famed as “Five Superb”.
The famous tourist Xu Xiake toured Huangshan Mountain twice and gasped with admiration: “after climbing up Huangshan
Mountain, there would be no more mountains in the world to visit. That would be the end of sightseeing™. This sentence is later
translated into the folk slang: “After coming back from the Five Mountains, you will not visit any more mountains, and after
coming back from Huangshan Mountain, you will not visit any high mountain more”.

Huangshan Mountain is not only a world famous scenic mountain and famous mountain of Chinese culture, but is also a
national park and international sightseeing resort with rich resources, perfect ecology, having important scientific value. It has been
carlier or later elected as national grade historic and scenic area, world cultural and natural legacy, world geological park, national
civilized scenic tourism area, SA grade tourist scenic area, and is the only mountainous scenic area in “China Ten Great Scenic and
Historic Areas™, and now is also the only Asian scenic area receiving “Global Tourism Destination Administration Award”™.
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Tianxing Scenic Area
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Tianxing Scenic Area is a scenic area with typical karst topography and landform formed at 230 million years ago. In 1984, it began
construction and was open to the public since 1986. The Scenic Area occupies a land of 4.8 square kilometers. Incorporated with the quintes-
sence of karst landforms, its hill, water, forest, cave, root, vine, rock, and waterfalls each has its own characteristics. By nature it forms three
closely linked regions with different styles: Natural Potted Landscape Region, Tianxing Cave Region, and Overwater Stone Forest Region. On
November 1999, it was fixed by China Science Associztion as “National Base for Science Popularization and Education.”
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Huangguoshu Wonder Stone Museum
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“Huangguoshu Wonder Stone Museum” is located at the parking lot of Huangguoshu Ecological Tour Center
with an area of 3000 square meters. At the end of 2009 it started its plan to operate. It is a cultural tour experiencing
program integrated with geography, geology, science popularization and education, Chinese traditional aesthetics,
and traditional stone culture, launched by Huangguoshu Scenic Resort Area to 2010 summer tour market, and is
good enough to serve as a live teaching material on the history of geological evolution of Guizhou Province. Since its
beginning of construction, it has submitted for the titles of “China Ornamental Stones Base” and others, and has then
won the honorary titles “Guizhou Scientific Research Base of Paleontology Fossils”, “Ornamental Stone Base of Ans-
hun City", “Hundred Recommended Visiting Sites of Tourism in Guizhou Province” and others.

The Wonder Stone Museum is divided into three big sections: “Time-weathered Remote Antiquity Hall", “Natural
Refined Charm Hall", and “lllusionary Crystal Flower Hall", including the exhibition of “Hundred Dinosaurs”, “Hundred
Flowers", “Refined Stones", "Mineral Crystals” worldwide precious jade specimens, pieces of jade sculptures, and
others. It has collected near hundred pieces of paleontology fossils belonging to more than 40 species of over 10
genera. Among them are typical Guan Ling Chuang Kong Guizhou sea lily, Hu's Guizhou dinosaur, Guan Ling fish
dinosaur, shield-toothed dinosaur, Pan County mixed fish dinosaur and others. Refined stones are green, black, red,
and yellow colored, over 500 pieces of various kinds of wonder stones from the draining basins of Pan Jiang, Wu
Jiang, and Hongshuihe Rivers as well as various places in the whole province, and more than 300 pieces of mineral
crystal stones from Guizhou Province and various places of the country. At the same time it has incorporated things
of diverse nature, and collected Wuling Stone, Lingbi Stone, big fossil, yellow waxy stone and other domestic well-
known kinds of stone for exhibition on every side. The world famous celestial chemist and geochemist, chief scientist
for China Moon Exploration Program, Ouyang Ziyuan inscribed for Huangguoshu Wonder Stone Museum “Great Wa-
terfall portrays the nature of karst, while Wonder Stone Museum displays the time-weathered antiquity”, fullv affirmed
