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(Because public libraries’ use of Internet filtering software does not
violate their patrons’ First Amendment rights, CIPA does not induce
libraries to violate the Constitution, and 1s a valid exercise of
Congress’ spending power. )
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(Congress has wide latitude to attach conditions to the receipt of
federal assistance to further its policy objectives, but may not
“induce” the recipient “to engage in activities that would themselves

be unconstitutional” .)
