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Preface

Between 2005 and 2010, Chinese government carried out an integrated poverty reduction pro-
ject-China Poor Rural Communities Development Project (PRCDP) in the 18 poorest counties of
Guangxi Zhuang Autonomous Region, Sichuan and Yunnan Province using the loan from the
World Bank and Department for International Development (DFID). Poverty Monitoring and Eval-
uation System (PMES), as a part of PRCDP, had been set up on the base of the cooperation of
National Bureau of Statistics (NBS) , the State Council Leading Group Office of Poverty Allevia-
tion and Development, and Project Provinces. NBS took PRCDP PMES as one of the major tasks
to support the governments’ effort to alleviate poverty. Department of Rural Survey (RSD) of NBS
was responsible for the operation and management of PRCDP PMES. The NBS Survey Offices and
county survey teams in project areas took part in the data collection. Up to the end of 2009, NBS
had collected the data four times and constructed the very bases of Poverty Monitoring Report 2010
for PRCDP.

The Report is complied to reflect poverty conditions, household welfare, development oppor-
tunities and their changes in the project areas, and try to evaluate the impact of PRCDP objective-
ly. However, there may be some differences between the effect shown through data and the real in-
fluence of the project, because the project effect (some long-term project activities in particular)
may lag behind the process of project activities themselves. In addition, we should pay attention to
the large gaps of initial conditions and the dynamic factors between project villages and non-project
villages among the areas. Any suggestions and comments are deeply welcome.

In the process of our survey and report formulation, many experts contributed their valuable
suggestions and advice. Among them, we would especially appreciate Mr. Alan Piazza, Mr. Li
Guo, Ms. Liu Xiaofan in the World Bank, and Mr. Xia Gengsheng, Mr. Liu Sheng’an, Ms.
