Abstract: Rural area is weakness of building a well — off society
in an all — round way. Achieving the goal that countryside will be well —
off together with national people in 2020 is significant and far — reac-
hing. There is no comprehensive well — off society in the whole nation
without prosperity in rural area. Although overall realization degree of
well — off society in rural area increased from 75.98% in 2010 to
85.75% in 2015, many indexes of different aspects have tremendous
differences. Index of economic development is the fastest one with the
highest realization. Index of people’s lives is fairly fast though further
poverty reduction becomes harder. Indexes reflecting process of social
development have large disparities, rural education is weak part a-
mong them. Indexes of political democracy need elevating and perfec-
ting. Index of rural eco — environment is low — level with difficult mis-
sion of improvement. According to measures, social development, po-
litical democracy and eco — environment in rural area are the weakest

parts to realize simultaneous well — off in 2020, especially seven inde-
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xes with large gaps. They are ratio of expenditure on culture, educa-
tion and entertainment in rural, voter participation rate, emissions of
COD from agricultural source, emissions of ammonia nitrogen from ag-
ricultural source, average education years of rural people, fertilizer
application rate and farmland capability. Nowadays, China has en-
tered into an important period of building a well — off society in an
all — round way. It is unavoidable to face five challenges from country-
side, including pressure of sustainable income increasing, low — level
public services, serious environmental deterioration, construction of
democratic policy at the grassroots level and getting rid of poverty en-
tirely. Therefore, if it wants to achieve the goal on schedule, a new
socialist countryside must be constructed depending on implementing
deeper rural reform and propelling transformation and upgrading. In
the 13th Five — Year Plan period, the key point is new rural construc-
tion 2. 0 characterized by five fields of countryside. The first one is
prosperous countryside which means increasing income for farmers by
new type urbanization and reform of property rights to develop agricul-
tural modernization and industry convergence. The second one is hap-
py countryside with increasing public services supply and enhancing
service performance to high — level. The third one is beautiful country-
side indicating comprehensive treatment of eco — environment to dis-
play rural culture and scenery. The fourth one is democratic country-
side to regulate rural self — governance and strengthen basic level dem-
ocratic politics construction. The fifth is harmonious countryside

which takes targeted measures to help poor villagers lift themselves out
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of poverty and share more benefits of reform and development.
