A Study on the Contestations about the
National Heritage Sorting in the 1920s’

Abstract

The Chinese national heritage sorting was a well-known academic
movement initiated by the new cultural camp in 1920s’ aiming to re-
construct the traditional culture. As the movement was initially advoca-
ted to adjust the radical intention of the New Cultural Movement, and
also because it mainly dealt with the sorting of the old Chinese learn-
ing, this academic movement had been criticized and blamed for a long
period for being usually considered as the opposite side of the New Cul-
tural Movement . A lot of scholars and different academic schools held a
series of contestations about the definition of the national heritage, the
necessity to sort,the sorting method and the relations between the sor-
ting movement and the “back-to-the-ancients” phenomena in 1920s’ .

This dissertation takes these contestations as the cut-in point, by
studying the sorting movement diffusely from a new point of view and
indicates that as a nationwide academic movement,the national heritage
sorting was in a certain point a kind of adjustment and buffer to the

radicalism revealed at the beginning of the New Cultural Movement, it
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revealed the spirit of “Democracy&Science” advocated by the May 4
New Cultural Movement in the academic practice fields. And by the in-
troduction and application of some western modern academic criterions,
scientific research methods and advanced academic ideology, it promo-
ted the introduction of the modern Chinese academic criterions and the
development of some new subjects. It also provided some more persuasive
premisses for us to review the cultural conservatism more accurately.
The disseriation also offers a survey about the relations between
the sorting movement and the “back-to-the-ancient” phenomena, and
indicates that although there existed some certin relations between the
sorting movement and the “back-to-the-ancients” phenomena, yet we
would have to consider it as the result of the special historical period of
the New Cultural Movement and the organic component ,and the sorting
movement shouldn’ t be simply regarded to be“back-to-the-ancient” or

“retroacting” .
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
