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Dialogue Teaching: the Guiding Philosophy of Bilingual
Teaching in Higher Education

Abstract: With influence of traditional teaching philosophy, bilingual

teaching in higher education faces two problems. First, over emphasis on
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English language learning lowers quality of subject content. Second,
teachers’ domination in class leaves no room for student interaction. As a
result, students become weak in knowledge building and creative thinking.
To turn around the current situation, higher education should establish di-
alogue teaching philosophy to guide its bilingual teaching practice and takes
a new look at the concept of curriculum, student-teacher relationship and
student performance assessment. The purpose of bilingual teaching in
higher education is to promote the all-round development of students.
