Theorists of 19th century emphasized that the cores of Marx’s
thoughts were that social existence determined social con-
sciousness and economic base determined the superstructure.
The “human” issue of Mar’ s thought had seldom been no-
ticed.

With publication of Marx’s works, Economic and Philo-
sophic Manuscripts of 1844, About Feuerbach’s outline and
German Ideology in early 20th century, people began to be-
come interested in studying Marx’ s humanitarian thoughts.
Different interpretations of Marxism emerged since then and
led to a series of disputes on humanitarian Marxism and scien-

tific Marxism. In China, after the Third Session of the Elev-
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enth Central Committee of the Party, Marxism, Humanism
and their relationship began to become the areas of scholars to
study.

Theoretical study strives from the needs of the practice.
Marx’s humanitarian thoughts generates {rom criticizing capi-
talism’ s inhuman and searching for human liberation at that
time. The reason why today we are studying Marx’s humani-
tarian thoughts is also based on the needs of social reality.
China is facing many new challenges 1in the process of socialist
construction. In order to find the solution to these challenges,
we feel necessary to be equipped with “the concept of scientific
development”. The core of “the concept of scientific develop-
ment” is “Human -Oriented”, so how to understand and use
“Human - Oriented” has become one of realistic reasons of this
paper.

Aiming at such “two Marx’s” so as to obtain partition un-
derstanding of historical views, values and moral principles of
Marx’s humanitarian thoughts, the author of this paper is to
discuss Marx’ s humanitarian thoughts in a developing logic
and holistic perspective based on Marx’s works.

Material interests, human rights, human values and human
all-round development are not only closely related with free-
dom but also carried out closely around freedom, Marx focused
not only on freedom itself, but also on the path of its imple-
mentation, Marx explored the power, the strength to rely on
and specific path to implement freedom, etc. Better under-
standing the freedom on the basis of understanding “human”,
Marx’s “human” had experienced the process of moving grad-
ually from abstract human towards specific man so as to a “re-
alistic man” under a certain social relations,

Based on the above, we could be able to summarize Marx’s
humanitarian thoughts as; Marx’s humanitarian thoughts is
the theory about human and human freedom, especially in the
specific social relations and implementation of freedom.

“Human essence” 1s considered as the theoretical founda-
tion of humanism. This paper will be starting from the initial
period when Marx expressed his ideas of “Human essence”
with “Hegel realm” first, then with “Feuerbach realm” and fi-
nally with “realistic man” of himself. This paper will also be
following the process of Marx’s freedom thought changing
from abstract to specific and his path of further exploration to
implement freedom.

This paper will make further study on the holistic feathers
of Marx’ s humanitarian thoughts, Marx’ s humanitarian
thoughts unites philosophy and economics context, focusing

on proletariat and human, theory and practice, historical
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views, values and moral principles.

The study will be providing with theoretical foundation
for the purpose of understanding “Human - Oriented”. To un-
