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Abstract

Bijie Test Area is the unique integrated reform test site in
our country which explores how to push forward the scientific
development of economy, society and zoology in Karst Mountain
Area. It is “the first integrated test site in the world which takes
sustainable development as goal, gives full play to the
superiority of the system of multi-party cooperation and political
consultation, and boosts the harmony and mutual development
among man, society and the nature, under the leadership of the
Chinese Communist Party. ” Development-oriented anti-poverty
is one of “The Three Subjects” of Bijie Test Area, and it is also
one of the important goals and tasks of the construction of test
area, Taking the development-oriented anti-poverty work in Bijie
Test Area as the object of study, this text wishes to sum up the
basic experiences, analyzes the problems and challenges at
present, and puts forward some countermeasures, The whole
text mainly discusses the following problems:

Firstly, reviews correlative theories on poverty and anti-
poverty. In chapter one, this text discusses the definition of
poverty and anti-poverty. In chapter two, this text reviews some
important theories on poverty and anti-poverty. And in chapter

three, on the introduction of evolvement of rural poverty
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reduction policies in our Country, this text assesses the effect of
our Country’s effort on anti-poverty.

Secondly, discusses the anti-poverty strategy of Bijie Test
Area. In chapter four, this text introduces briefly the basic
complexion, foundation background, “The Three Subjects” and
the anti-poverty strategy of Bijie Test Area.

Thirdly, assesses the effect of development-oriented anti-
poverty in Bijie Test Area by positive analysis. In chapter five
and chapter six, this text assesses the effect of development-
oriented anti-poverty in Bijie Test Area by statistical data and
econometric model respectively. From the results of statistical
data analysis, we find that since the foundation of the test area,
the development-oriented anti-poverty work has been achieving
outstanding results, such as, the scale of impoverished people
has been reducing largely; the poverty incidence has been
dropping greatly; the living condition of the people has been
ameliorating a lot; and the economy, population and zoology has
been developing roundly and harmoniously. However, from
stock data we find that there are still gaps between Bijie Test
Area and other areas in Guizhou Province and in China, and
some indexes show that the gaps are not small, which means that
all circles in Bijie Test Area should keep making arduous efforts,
From the results of econometric model analysis on the poverty
reduction effect of governmental aid-the-poor funds, we find that
the performances of financial development fund from central
government and financial fund from provincial government are
better than credit fund and work relief fund from central

government. From the results of econometric model analysis,
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the poverty reduction effect of economic growth is remarkable,
And the poverty reduction effects are different in different period
and different economic sectors. The poverty reduction effects of
economic growth in the first period (from 1987 to 1994) and the
second period (from 1994 to 2000) were remarkable. And it was
still good of the poverty reduction effect of economic growth in
the third period (from 1987 to 1994), but it had been weaken in
evidence. The growths of primary industry, secondary industry
and tertiary industry can all reduce poverty effectively, but
comparatively, the growth of primary industry gives the biggest
contribution, and the tertiary industry takes second place, and
the secondary industry was the last.

Fourthly, discusses the methods of development-oriented -
anti-poverty in Bijie Test Area. In chapter seven, the text
discusses the main actions and effects of these methods of
development-oriented anti-poverty. Bijie Test Area chose six
methods: social support, supporting the poor areas with
technology, supporting the poor by transfer, whole-village
advancément, the industrialization of poverty alleviation, and the
training and transfer of rural labor force. In all, these methods
played active roles in economic growth and poverty reduction. In
the work of these methods, Bijie Test Area has getting some
beneficial experiences on organize and lead, system criterion,
fund raise, etc. Naturally, there are also some material
difficulties and challenges.

Fifthly, summarizes the practice of development-oriented
anti-poverty in Bijie Test Area. On the base of foregoing

analysis, chapter eight firstly summarizes the following seven

experiences of development-oriented anti-poverty in Bijie Test
Area. First, insist on emancipating our minds, reform and
innovation. Second, insist on government-dominated, Third,
organize social powers into development-oriented anti-poverty
work. Fourth, insist on the guideline of development-oriented
anti-poverty. Fifth, insist on the harmonious development
among development-ariented anti-poverty, zoology construction
and controlling population, Sixth, insist on exploring and
innovating the mechanisms of development-oriented anti-
poverty. Seventh, insist on self-dependence and hard struggle.
And in this chapter, the text also analyzes the following five
problems and challenges in the practice of development-oriented
anti-poverty in Bijie Test Area, First, the scale of impoverished
people is still large. Second, the impoverished people at present
are more difficult to get rid of poverty. Third, the constructions
of economy, population and zoology etc. are behind of the
average of Guizhou Province and the whole Country. Fourth,
governmental aid-the-poor funds are deficient and instable.
Fifth, the poverty reduction effect of economic growth is
weakening,

Sixthly, puts forward some countermeasures to
development-oriented anti-poverty work in Bijie Test Area.
From the mission of “small test, big direction, making
demonstration, exploring ways”, basing on ideal goals of new
period’s development-oriented anti-poverty work, chapter nine
puts forward the following five countermeasures to perfect the
development-oriented anti-poverty work in Bijie Test Area.

First, explore and perfect dynamic, exact identifying and aiming

mechanism of development-oriented anti-poverty work. Second,
explore and perfect the devotion and distribution mechanism of
aid-the-poor funds. Third, explore and perfect the management
rules of aid-the-poor items and funds. Fourth, explore and
perfect the management system, incentive mechanism and
commitment mechanisms. Fifth, explore and perfect the
permanently effective mechanism of development-oriented anti-

poverty work.,
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
