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Abstract

China’civic philanthropy had been breeding specification in peace in 2014. On
the one hand, the government started planning to establish relevant laws and public
policy to standardize philanthropy. On the other hand, civil society promoted the
self-discipline and contract spirit. This standardizationg process gradually rose to the
discussion of the rule of law from local experience exploration throughout 2014. This
report proposes the civic philanthropy strategic theory, analysis the development
situation of China’civic philanthropy in 2014, and summarizes its significant
influences on the transformation direction of China’civic philanthropy in next five
years.

The development of China’civic philanthropy in 2014 showed that China’civic
philanthropy system was gradually transforming from administrative model to market
model, philanthropy market would have a determinative effect on allocating
philanthropic resources. Marketization of philanthropy had become an important trend
of the development of China'civic philanthropy in existing system. It brought an
important positive influence that China’civic philanthropy turned into more
socialization, organization and professionalization.

The local experience of Guangzhou and Wenzhou in 2014 revealed that the
construction of high-efficiency philanthropy market needed a supportive ecosystem of
philanthropy which established jointly by various kinds of social organizations such as
project design, capacity building, assessment, consultation and social venture
service. The rise of foundation is particularly worthy of our attention, foundation will
become the most important capital supplier of China’civic philanthropy take the place
of governments and international institutions in next five years, and the charitable

trust will become the important means of hedging and appreciation of foundation.
