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Sunlight is actually lights of many colors. When sunlight passes through a glass
prism, a group of colors is formed. This group of colors, from deep red to dark
violet, is called a spectrum. The spectrum has an infinite number of colors. However,
there are six fairly clear bands of color: orange, yellow, green, blue, and violet.
Different colors have different wavelength. Red has the longest wavelength. Violet
has the shortest wavelength.
