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Abstract

The all-around Resistance War against Japan Aggression
has changed Chinese Modern Literature totally, it brought up
literary elements distinct from the Previous Two Decades
(1919~1937). Chinese fictions in the year 1937 ~1949 may
be put into the frame of Wartime Literature. The peasantry,
as main body of the war and revolution, kept deep impacts on
the modern reforth of Chinese Nation and ideology of it in
that period. The Rural covering referents of peasantry, farm-
living style and rural community in extensive meaning, was
the focus of literary narrations, the field involved with
conflict literature experiences and ideologies, also is the
entrance to comprehend our. nation’s history and various
relations between literature and politics, intellectual
tradition, folk culture, etc.. The research on Writing the
Rural in the Wartime Context of Culture, lends to unveil
rhetoric illusion involving the rural narrative, and understand
the idealistic reality of community in inter-subjective sense.
Concerning the Rural Narrative particularly in Chinese
modern literature, this category refers to narration types to
predicate rustication, reflect peasantry images and the
relations between the urban & rural. The Rural Narrative is a
concept not measuréd by theme or genre, but stressing
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stratums, paradigms and structure links in narration.
Comparing the concept of Local Novel or Fiction with Rural
Theme, the Rural Narrative keeps elucidatory potentials,
reflecting flexibility and containing capacity not only as a
certain narration type or tradition, but also as a study term,
in the 20th Century Literature of China, so as to review
literality and literary function in the factors of language,
images, structure and aspect of receptivity relative to the
Rural Narrative. Mirror Image, is imagination firstly,
furthermore, such an imagination has its idealistic structure
and symbolic production capacity it doesn’t reflect the reality
passively, but may “produce” reality (in realization process) ,
it’s a type of cultural sign-system enriched with meaning of
metaphor & symbol. Through those dominant clusters of
metaphor & symbol, in which the history imagination and
nationalistic consciousness grow up, to obsérve the Rural
Narrative in a dynamic structure involved with conflicts, will
help to decode the native cultural context and psychology
archetypes, as well as the complicated transition mechanism of
symbolic form and inter-subjective relations between indigenous
cultural experience, aesthetic style and rural ethics, etc.. It
implies not to escape from the grand political issues and
modernization, nation-state topics, but just to put them into the
detailed resolving in micro dimensions- of style, symbol,
narration, ethic, etc., so as to uncover a complex process, in
which the literature morphology was shaped and the social
culture was screened out.
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The genetics perspective on and empirical approach to the
Rural Narrative 1937 ~ 1949, is to attempt a process of
symbolic production to discusses the literality in relations
between the text and world, therefore comments genetics
significance and empirical referent value of Writing the Rural in
the historic phase of transition, but not focus on what “Origin”
it comes from. The genetics empirical approach considers not
only the regulation of indigenous experiences - involving factors
of language, style, author’s rural living, theme, ethic, etc., |
but also the motive literary creation, for example folk
imagination, fiction, ideological conjuration, environment
force, etc.. So this is a process to discover details of text and
history, as well as to dialog and interpretation by preposition of
empirical factualism, in order to mediate the interior & exterior
text, Ancient & Modern literature, enhance comprehension
about the polyphonic resultant of Chinese Literature. The
frame of article consists of basic approaches of empirical
revivification, induction of generative elements, structural
conformity, meta-ethics criticism, etc. , however, the research
on indigenous experiences of history and culture including
rustication experience, should be pedestal and the very
correlation of perspective in this article. The tasks to be dealt
with are in the following: 1. The regulation of indigenous
experiences in the Rural Narrative 1937 ~1949 on generative
dimension of the folk Chinese and rustication; 2. The parédigm
shift and dominant spiritual signs in the Rural Narrative 1937~
1949 on generative dimension of motif and archetype of
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narration; 3. The ethical value and rhetorical function of the
Rural Narrative 1937 ~ 1949 on dimension of discourse-ethics
criticism. In general, the Rural Narrative 1937~1949 keeps a
distinct cultural intent of introversion, in this period, more and
more authors concerned the social under-stratum & folk culture;
the endogenous cultural elements function mainly in texts, it is
quite different from the modern appeal of elite enlightenment in
the May 4th, also revised the dualistic relation fundamentally
between the urban & rural; The folklore and popular literature
impacted & shaped the Rural Narrative very much; this phase of
Rural Narrative could be explained as in a process that the
political ideology attempted reconstruction of the rural
community recurring to folk modality, at the same time, the
folk imagination powered the narrative to approach an ideal
transformation coherent with the political requests. The issues
of Writing the Rural are not only indigenous and inner-
national, but also international, their common value is right
from the multi-subjectivity and diversity of Chinese literature.
With an important theoretics expectation, the article raises the
concern about how to conduct into trans-cultural vision,
overcome the cultural unilateralism and moralism limitation,
resolve ‘efficiently the puzzles between universality and locality,
mediate the micro interpretation by for literature, sociology and
politics consequently.
