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Abstract

The purpose of this paper is to make an axiological inquiry into mod-
emn criminology , based on the interdisciplinary studies of philosophy, soci-
ology, jurisprudence, jurisdictive practices and culoral studies. Focusing
on the complex connections between cultural conflict , cultural identity,
crisis of meaning and value, and crime in modem society, it is supposed
to reflect on the expansive field of modernity, globalization, and the world
risk society in order to grasp the inner relations of crime and crisis of mo-
demnity. Iits issues include self-identity of individuals in modemity, youth
subculture, and postmodern politics, but its main concern is with building
up the existential value suitable to the harmonious society. The basic the-
ses may well be presented as follow:

1. This research will be developing on the platform of the globaliza-
tion of cultural conflicts. The modern criminology and its problems are in-
vestigated and reflected from the point of view of axiology, which con-
ceived the structures and causes of crime in modern sociely as the kind of
results of modernization and globalization. So the significance of humanity
in ¢rime is emphasized and the evaluation of behavior is put on the prior
position of criminology. Consequently, it is axiological research that con-
stitutes the center of modem criminology.

2. The anomie of individuals forms the fundamental dimension of
eriminological studies. Grounded in the axiology about the behaviors, the
causes of crime are divided into three types and positioned on three levels
social anomie , individual uncontrollability , and culural disorder. Through

interdisciplinary studies of muhiple causes of crime and reflections on the



agent of criminal action, proliferation of crime in modern age, and varie-
ties of eriminological structure, causes of crime are traced back to the val-
ue crisis in the dramatically cultural conflict. Involving around the crisis of
value , this paper plans to study the potential causes of crime on the macro-
level of cultural heterogeneity and conflict, to research the seductive cau-
ses of crime on the mid-level of individual-society contradiction, and final-
ly, 1o quest for the immediate causes of crime on the micro-level of self-
identity’s crisis. In sum, the emphasis is on the reconstruction of value in
the crisis of modernity and its importance te the healthy person and harmo-
nious society.

3. This study intends to show the potential causes implied in the dif-
ferent cultures, but its basis is on the particular case. Through concretely
investigating the cases and theoretically analyzing them, we especially em-
phasize that it is the existential dilemma from the iose of value and the
wane of the ideal of man’s full actualization that involve, seduce, and
prompt the crime. According to this theorization of deviation, the so-called
crime is thought of as self-deprivation of the life’s dignity and the disorder
of harmonious mind. In tum, the penalty is conceived as the means of sav-
ing this dignity and order and of establishing the well-beings’ society. In
the tradition of Chinese culture, not the so-called penalty (JH), but the
edification of humanity ( AALT) is accorded a relative priority.

4. The anomie of individuals and erime in modern society have com-
plicated connections with the youth subculture and postmodernist politics,
which represented the increasing cultural heterogeneity and the more dra-
matic conflict of values. In subeulure movement, the peculiar styles of life
of young people, unconventional beliefs, and their ritual resistance to ma-
instream culture, even the youth crime could be conceived as the main
metaphor of cultural conflict and value erisis. So The social control is im-

mediately related to the construction of harmonious society and therefore to



axiplogical philosophy.
