Richard Miller’s aim in this generous—spirited book is to
show that the moral cultures of contemporary China and the U.
S. share more common ground than many people realize. He ex-
amines the problems of economic inequality, political inequali-
ty, and humanitarian intervention, arguing in each case that
common—sense moral beliefs converge with ideas drawn from
the philosophical traditions of China and the West on humane
and broadly democratic political principles. This book offers
hope for fruitful dialog between two of the world’s g;eat moral
ﬁcilltures.

Richard Miller has written an excellent book on the politi-
cal and economic challenges shared by China and the United
States. These include ( 1) dealing with gross economic
inequality among their own citizens; (2) addressing the threat
to the integrity of their political processes duetothe corrupting
influence of money; and (3) exhibiting proper respect for
other nations’ sovereignty when confronted with foreign govern-
ments’ grave injustices toward their own people. Miller con-
vincingly argues that the people of both China and the U.S. are
committed to mutual respect and concern for the well-being of
all their citizens, and that each is justified in embracing the
same principles of justice to address these serious challenges.

Miller is especially insightful in addressing a 4" challenge :
avoiding the real possibility of hostility and international violence
as China gradually overtakes the United States in wealth, pow-

er, and international prestige. The book provides a judicious
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assessment of the enormous harm done to the inhabitants of cli-
ent regimes as a result of the proxy wars and other tactics en-
couraged by the United States and the Soviet Union during their
Cold War. Miller argues that to avoid a new Cold War, or
worse, there has to be American willingness to give up its
domineering global influence, which can be achieved only if
there is ongoing public dialogue between the American and
Chinese people and a search for common ground in resbonding
to shared challenges and questions of justice.

This is an important work , not only because of its careful
scholarship and the original principles of economic, political
and transnational justice it proposes, but also because Miller-
offers discerning political assessment and guidance regarding
the measures that both China and the U.S. must take if they are
to avoid future conflict.
