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Abstract

Republicanism public intetest theory has its own philosophy
foundation, hypothesis, proposition and policy statemen. Republicanism
public intetest theory is built on its particular individualism. Self-
interes, multiple mix.cooperation and contest among people and parties

is vital balance mechanism of Republicanism public intetest theory.
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However, republicanism surpass dichotomy between individualism and
collectivism. Republicanism considers the individual who lives in the
context composed by politics, society and culture to be an endogenous
variable actively presented in the social network, rather than an
autonomous entity independent from social relations. Value preferences
and differences between individuals are bridged in the process of social
communication. Individual values and the wonderfulness of life are got
from others and group life. Individual interests is constantly discovered,
confirmed, enriched and guaranteed in the process of public interest
confirmation and safeguard. What’s more? Public interest becomes more
plentiful and authentic for the realization of individual interests. The
republicanism confirms cooperation, sociality and political nature of
individuals, advocates the necessary relation between individuals and
community.

Republicanism public intetest theory is based on bounded
rationality hypothesis., So the content of republicanism public intetes is
certain and extendable as well. Political participation, non dominated
freedom, political order, social union, property rights and social
reputation belong to the certain content of republicanism public interest.
The fundamental content of public interest is existent and reliable for
bounded rationality. Bounded rationality also decide that content of
public interest is not absolute, The content of public interest is open and
entendable with politics practice,

Republicanism public intetest theory is based on bounded good
humanity hypothesis. There is a positive humanity hypothesis in
republicanism, but republicanism do not deny self-interest aspect in
human nature. Republicanism tries to make full use of negative aspect
of human nature for public interest. Negative aspect in human nature
and emulative character can be helpful for public interest and social

welfare if they can be controlled by constitutionalism mechanism and
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social reputation. Moral, social reputation pursuit and self-value
realization is important mechanism in republicanism which can reconcile
public interest and self interest.

Political Man is fundamental hypothesis of republicanism public
intetest theory. Republicanism believes altruism spirit in human nature
is treasured and should be encouraged to promote civic virtue and public
interest. Republicanism also believes elite has more altruism spirit in
human nature and should be the guider of society and public interest.
Republicanism put emphasis on division of labour and social coporation.
It should meet different demand of people with different preference.
Different people are different in talent. Good polity should encourage
people’s comparative advantage and social cooperation by institutions
design.

Realization of public interest is core of republicanism public intetest
theory. Government of republicanism is developmental government and
regulation of government. It is also a service-oriented government,
Republicanism asserts that government has responsibility to prompt
citizenship value, shape citizen, cultivate civic virtue and build
cooperative society. Republicanism also asserts citizen, government and
NGO should to discover and realize public interest together by
encouraging government. Republicanism asserts to strenghthen
responsible government by civic virtue and constitutionalism
establishment. \

Civic virtue and constitutionalism are fundamental propositions of
republicanism public interest theory and key to make public interest in
republanism come true. Civic virtue and constitutionalism are correlated
and reciprocal. Pure Constitution Patriotism, civic virtue or market
mechanism can not guarantee good life, public interest or personal
interest,

The claim for constitutionalism in republicanism is combined with
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participatory democracy and deliberative democracy. Contestable
democracy and theory of deliberation, participatory democracy, and
citizenship theory are important propositions of republicanism public
interest theory. What’s more? As important ways to realize public
interest in republicanism, they are a reflection of pure
constitutionalism, institutionalism and political apathy because of
liberalism intrusion, they are also a reflection of modern democratic
politics and cynicism. The certainty of public interest cannot be
confirmed without people's careful discussion, while public interest
cannot resort to people’s careful discussion usually, it ought to have
some certainty in theory. There are certain standards and norms in
public interest owing to citizens' careful discussion. With certain
openness and expository argument, universal interests of the citizens is
unrealistic, unreasonable in that it’s impossible and erroneous to have
public policy that meets requirements of individual citizen and all groups
for the conflict of interest in any society. What’s more? Public interest
theory in republicanism gives the public reliable political channels and
institutional framework to participation in political affairs.
Republicanism is not only a kind of political thoughts but also a
kind of policy claims. As a member of republic team, republicanism
public intetest theory can be used for reference as a tool in notion and
institutions aspect. Republicanism public intetest theory is helpful to
realize people’s wish, china dream and prompt the process of governance

system modernization as well with the good use of government

and CCP.
