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Abstract

In this article, the term Resource predicates a dynamic
process of construction, in which the cultural & spiritual tradition
is enabled and represented in literary texts through author’s
subjective consciousness. Here we focus on the representations of
literary resource in the texts, as well as the constructive process
with it. If the author’s subjectivity in this process may be regarded
sufficiently, we should admit the diversity of literary resource, so
the article carries on research from by cases and issues.

Wang Zengqi found a right representing form from
Chinese literature tradition in 1980s, it brought out his
modern consciousness eventually. We may not treat the
literary resource that Wang Zengqi found equally as the
artistic conception in Tang Dynasty’s Poem, or the narration
means of Chinese ancient prose, but take notice of that Wang
Zengqi’s literary resource is the transformation from tradition
to modernity. By the aesthetic dimension, the indigenous
tradition came through modern transition, brought
consequently out a narrative capacity to express Wang
Zenggi’s modern consciousness; by the spiritual dimension,
Confucius scholar-bureaucrat’s convention has not shackled
the upgrowth of his modern consciousness, but he enlightened
the modern elements, such as the appeal for freedom &
happiness, etc. , in the traditional scholar-bureaucrat’s ideal.
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We may say that Wang Zengqi took a vanward step in
utilization of transition from indigenous tradition to
modernity, in the beginning of 1980s, several years later, the
literary tide come on a large scale. In the literary trend of Xun
Gen (Seeking Native Root), the authors took efforts on
modern transformation of traditional resource, it came with
the authors’ modern consciousness, and the thirsting for
literary representation reform, at the same time they were
lead to the tideway of literature modernization by a
motivation such as “dialog to the world literature”, and fell
into an alienation from the previous emotional experience &
ideology. It seems that the authors were fickle to the
indigenous tradition, and preferred to a strong appeal for
attending as advanced literature in the world. This restricted
the transformation of indigenous cultural tradition & resource
in a certain extent, thus we may comprehend that why the
traditional resource performs as the following in texts with
Xun Gen: the conflict between aesthetic and spiritual attitude
to the indigenous culture in Han Shaogong’s works; the
hysteresis of traditional culture in A Cheng’s works. Zhang
Wei put up an spiritual trend in his works alien from the
mainstream of modernization in 1980s fictions, he kept
anxious & Argus-ecyed while people worshiped modernized
personality, freedom & braveness. Accordingly, Zhang Wei
found & reconstructed a kind of resource from the indigenous
tradition: the folk morality, by which the author provided
more complicated review in a different orientation: how
could the provided modernity answer for common interest of
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the whole human being? Is it necessary to throw off the moral
criterion while we pick up modernity in characteristic of such
as personality, etc.? Owing to the attendance of folk morality,
confronting modernity, it avoided the fiction from stranglehold of
modernity, but won a space, in which Zhang Wei powered his
narration affluently. Another famous author, Mo Yan, couldn’t
acclimatize himself to urbanized environment, he needed to
position his spiritual subjectivity, so he came back to his local
rustication, in which he found & activated folk resource out of
normal living, hereby Mo Yan established his spiritual
subjectivity. Su Tong was similar to Mo Yan, he couldn’t attach
himself to urban life, at the same time, Su Tong hadn’t the rural
experience to inhabit yet, thus he fell into a spiritual homeless
situation, he was always in escape from the urban, it became a
kind of narration resource, resonated with the cycle of time,
repetitiousness in ancient Chinese literature.

The article is based on decoding texts of the authors in 1980s,
to observe the representations of indigenous literary resource and
its significance in modern context: how it participated in the
construction & representation of modern consciousness.
