motor insurance, the three parties are (1) you yourself, (ii) your
insurance company, and(iii)anybody else. Third — party insurance
does not cover fire, theft or anything else. It is intended only to
protect road users from each other. If you want to insure against all
the other terrible things that might happen to you or your car, you
can take out a comprehensive policy.

Another form of compulsory insurance is National Insurance.
Everybody over 16 earning money on a regular basis must pay a sum
each week to the state. These weekly contributions cover part of the
cost of the National Health Service and the other social service ben-

efits’, e. g. unemployment benefits, sickness benefits*, old — age

pensions, industrial injury benefits’ and so on. You must be able to
prove you have paid your contributions, so you have a card (kept
by your employer unless you are self — employed ) onto which stamps
are stuck every week. Of course, you can take out private health
insurance as well if you wish, but you must still pay your state con-

tributions.
