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Abstract: Ba Jin and Naguib Mahfouz’s Trilogies bear many similarities in light of the
descriptions of women. These works not only reveal the discriminations and
restrictions that women have suffered in traditional Oriental societies, but also depict
the distorted personalities of those women who experienced both the outer
pressures and inner self oppression, then persecute other female. In spite of
criticizing the deep-rooted patemity, both of the two writers, to some degree, also
show their recognition of the traditional morality. The differences of the two works
indicate that Naguib Mahfouz’s view towards women is more cool, realistic and
andocentric, while, the view toward women of Ba Jin is more emotional, romantic and

democratic.
